Beyond participating in math, science, and social studies
mstruction, interns are encouraged to attend school meetings and events with their mentor teachers.

Support for Mentor Teachers:

Course Instructors: The Seidel School of Education highly values partnerships between SU and public schools to
prepare future teachers. Course instructors want to hear from, and collaborate with, mentor teachers.

SU’s Regional Professional Development Schools Network: Each PDS has a site coordinator on its staff and a
University liaison dedicated to the school.
