All edits are proofed by the Executive Board and
OURCA director(s). Submissions are returned to
authors with comments for editing before
resubmission.

Phase 3: Detail Review

Section editors review author changes and
analyze citation styles, formatting, and content
accuracy. The Executive Staff and OURCA

3 Director(s) make comments, consolidate all
edits, and review comments for dissemination
back to authors. For incorrect citation styles,
students will attend a Laridae-scheduled Writing
Center appointment.
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Phase 4: Final Review

Upon resubmission by the student authors, all
changes are checked by the Section Editors,
4 Executive Staff, and OURCA director(s).
Authors are contacted if subsequent changes
must be made, and final documents are prepared
for publishing.
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
