May 1, or May Day, 1s an
old Furopean celebration of the coming
of summer. It dates back to at least the
days of the Roman Republic. In the late
19" century, May 1 also became known
as International Workers’ Day.
Salisbury students from the 1920s untl
at least the 1950s observed the ancient
May Day festival by crowning a May queen, erecting a May pole, and dancing around
the pole, as seen here, in front of Holloway Hall. This is just one of the thousands of
photos of the University and Delmarva that you can find on the Nabb Center’s Flickr
page.
